Preparation of Manuscript for the Journal of Industrial Technology

Abstract


The Journal of Industrial Technology is the public media listed in Thai-Journal Citation Index (TCI: Group 1) gathering scientific information in the field of science and technology. The journal accepts both research and academic articles and be published  tri-annually (volume 1 in between  January to April, volume 2 in between May to August and volume 3 in between September to December) by College of Industrial Technology, King Mongkut’s University of Technology North Bangkok. The articles are indepently assessed (peer-reviewed) by specialists at least two people in their relevant fields. This manuscript is the sample and instruction for authors in order to prepare the manuscript submission to the Journal of Industrial Technology. Please carefully follow the instructions provided to ensure uniformity of the journal. The contents included the page and text formats, guidelines for writing the manuscript contents including figures and tables and references.  The author can download this manuscript as electronic template from internet (http://j.cit.kmutnb.ac.th) or direct contact to Email-address JIT.journal@gmail.com.

Publication with JIT

The journal will not accept articles which have been published or are being considered for publication by another journal, nor should papers being considered here be submitted to other journals. Published research data from academic conferences can be used in manuscript with extending research results, having peer-review process and finally giving permission by editorial journal.
2.
Considered manuscripts
2.1 Research articles 
Length of manuscript is no less than 8 pages in B5 paper size or no less than 2000 words using command of word count in MS Word (length between 10 and 15 pages is preferred). First page of manuscript should contain full title, author’s name(s), work place of author & co-authors, contact address of correspondence, abstract and keywords (less than 5 words is recommended). Main manuscript contents must contain introduction or background of the study with clearly objective(s), materials and methods, results, discussion, conclusion, acknowledgement (optional) references and appendix (optional).
2.2 Academic articles
Length of manuscript between 10 and 15 pages is preferred or no less than 2000 words using command of word count in MS Word. The manuscript may include important research and academic information in order to understand broad area of sciences and engineering and/or provide a new scientific concept or a new explanation of published results. 
First page of manuscript should contain full title, author’s name (s), work place of author & co-authors, contact address of correspondence, abstract and keywords (less than 5 words is recommended). However, the main manuscript contents may contain the similar section to research article but without experimental section.
3.
Manuscript submission
The author must fill up the required information in manuscript submission form. This documented form can be downloaded from http://j.cit.kmutnb.ac.th/ in the section “Guidelines to authors”. After complete the form, the author can submit it together with manuscript to official journal manager.
4.
Format of manuscript
Manuscripts should be prepared in MS word (.doc file) with B5 size by setting the margins at 1.5 cm for left and right, and at 1.5 cm for top and bottom, header from top and footer from bottom at 1.5 cm. All texts are typed in single space  print 2 column width 7.25 cm and is distance between the column 0.7 cm.
4.1 Fonts

Font type, “Angsana New”, is set for Thai or English writing manuscripts. Typically, black color is set for all texts in manuscripts. Details of font types and format texts are presented in Table 1.
4.2 First page 

First page of manuscript presents in “one column style text” with the width of 15.2 cm The contents include title, author’s name(s), work place of author & co-authors, contact address of correspondence, abstract and keywords. 
4.2.1 Title

Title is placed at the head of manuscript and arranged in middle position of paper. Font format is presented in Table 1.
4.2.2 Name of author(s)
The name of author(s) is placed below manuscript’s title without title’s name and arranged in the middle position. Please remain the space for two lines at top and bottom of author’s name(s). Use “and” between two author’s names or at the front of the last author’s name when the number of authors are more than two people. Use arabic number behind each author’s name in order to mark footnote indicating author personal contact information (affiliations , complete addresses, and email address of the corresponding author). Please use the symbol * for indicating corresponding author i.e. Valairat Chantawong1* and Janjit Iamchaturapatr2 or Valairat Chantawong1, Janjit Iamchaturapatr2 and Kwannate Sombatsompop3*, etc. 
4.2.3 Abstract


Abstract section is placed below author’s name (having space two lines between author’s name and abstract’s heading). Heading is arranged at the middle position of paper and only first letter “A” is typed as capital letter. Abstract contents are typed in one column style and set as left-justified text. The first line should have a tab at distance of 1.5 cm. Only one paragraph with total words less than 200 is recommended for abstract content. 
4.2.4 Keywords

Keyword section is placed in the left side of manuscript below abstract by remaining the space for one text line. For heading and each keyword, only first letter is typed as capital letter. Keywords should not more than 5 words.
4.2.5 Author’s information and contract address

Author(s) should indicate personal information including working place, contact information, corresponding email address at the first page’s footnote. Font format is illustrated in Table 1.
4.3
Other sections

Other sections include introduction, objective and scope of the study, methodology, result, discussion, conclusion, acknowledgement (optional), reference and appendix (optional). These contents are typed in two column page’s style from the left to the right side of paper. Beginning of new paragraph must have tab space for 0.5 cm. All text can be justified into full paragraph using distributed command. 

The numbering is given into each section for indicating the order or sequence, for example, 1., 1.1, 1.1.1, 1.2, 1.2.1, 2., 2.1, 2.2, 2.2.1 etc.
4.4 Figure, table and equation
All contents presented in figures, tables or equations need to express in English. Any specific symbols must have clear explanation. 

4.4.1 Figure

Figure or illustration section is placed after Table section. It should prepare with the width no more than 15 cm All texts presented in figure should also have appropriate size. At least has no less than text’s size presented in manuscript’s body. Furthermore, all figures must have enough graphic resolution and clear distinction when they are reduced to width about 7 cm and printed by black&white style.
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Fig. 1. Example of graphic picture having good resolution. It can be clearly printed in black & white scale.


Title and description of figure (Angsana New, size 14 pt) is placed under the figure by remaining space for one text-line.
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Fig. 2. Weight-based pesticide accumulation in plant organs. Symbols D, F, M, P, Di, and HCB represent diazinon, fenitrothion, malathion, parathion, dieldrin, and hexachlorobenzene, respectively. Bars and lines represent mean ± SE (n = 4).
The numbering is given into figure or illustration for indicating the order or sequence i.e. Fig. 1., Fig. 2., etc. Examples of figures are shown in Fig. 1 to Fig. 4.
4.4.2 Table

Every table should have numbering, title and description at the top of table by placing at the left side of paper using left-justified command and remaining space for one text-line. Typically, Angsana New sized 14 pt is used for all texts presenting in the table, while font size of 12 pt is used for table footnote.


For table with small data is recommended for having the width less than 7 cm Large table is allowed within the size of 15×19 cm in horizontal and 19×15 cm in vertical direction. All tables presented in manuscripts must be quoted in text bodies and placed after reference section or before figure section.
 Avoid redundant presentation in the text of the data already shown in tables or figures, nor use both figure and table to show the same data. 
4.4.3 Equation 

Font size in equation should have the size similar to text bodies. Equation is typed at the middle of column with numbering at the right side for indicating the order or sequence and remained text space at top and bottom of equation for one text-line. Long equation is allowed within the length of 14 cm, otherwise equation should arrange more than one text-line.  Example of equation is shown as follow
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Equation is quoted in text bodies using format as Eq. (1), Eq. (2), Eq. (3) and (7), Eq. (4) to (7), etc. Furthermore, all units and symbols presented in manuscript should be SI unit. Specific symbol need to have clearly explanation.
